RESTRICTIONS

In large part, these restrictions reflect the need for a working prototype. Certain features that are implemented in the legacy product will be simulated or bypassed (these indicated below). Certain other features that represent additions or improvements, and that should be present in a beta version, will be deferred. (These are indicated by “TBIL” in the Use Case section.)

Little or no security restrictions are currently contemplated, beyond those provided by the database/server platform. 

No copy control at the object level is needed. Duplicate Event ID checking should be implemented for beta version. 

Tasks should be allowed to overlap in time for the prototype, and possibly for beta. This is not only to simplify the initial process, but also in consideration of the need for allowing flexibility to the user, balanced with the need for accurate time accounting. It is worth considering a flag setting for this.
